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    Anal sacs are scent glands in the rectum for the purpose of marking territory. They are mostly emptied with no problems with leaving droppings, or rubbing ass against various subjects. However, inhibited outgoing of secretion from the glands may occur, the outlets clog. Anal sacs can become inflamed. In this case, the secretions collect more, smell very unpleasant and may also be running. The main symptom is itching, the dog begins to excessively lick the anus area, sits down and rides the ass on the ground (so-called sledging) rubs against different objects, scratches and gnaws tail excessively. Not every dog exhibits every sign, every dog reacts differently. Excessive peeling results in the dog’s skin inflammation in the centre of anus; when neglecting the symptoms, suppurating bearings on the skin, hair brittle loss and dandruff appear. Therefore it is necessary to visit a veterinarian already at the first signs. Glands should be regularly squeezed out; the more neglected the problem, the seamier the squeezing out for the dog. Squeezing is to be done very sensitively. In some cases, anal glands even need to be surgically removed. This operation is quite complicated and it can happen to damage to anal sphincter. It is recommended that no chicken or bones are given to dogs which have problems with anal sacs.
    Of homeopathic preparations are recommended: Nux vomica 9CH (for detox) 5 globules are used in mornings, five globules in evenings. Same dosage applies also for other homeopathies: Silicea 9 CH for chronic inflammations or Calcium Chloratum 9 CH for constant purulence and Causticum 9 CH for continuing clogging of outlets. Massage ointment or tincture Calendula helps effectively.
